SATs Workshops
May we remind you that throughout this term we will be offering SAT’s workshop activities for parents to attend – these will focus upon the 2017 test papers for Maths, Reading and SPaG.  These will take place on Friday 24th February, 10th March and 24th March at 14:30 in the school hall.

In our maths lessons, we will be covering a range of mathematical topics starting with data, shape and measure. We will also regularly recap addition, subtraction, multiplication and division strategies.
