Term 4 Learning in Marlin
A Pocketful of Rye

This term’s learning uses our local area, with a particular focus on smuggling in times gone by.  We will learn what smuggling was, where the main meeting points were (including a visit to The Mermaid Inn), as well as what goods were smuggled. We are combining our Science and Design Technology learning this term by looking at pulleys and how they could be used to raise smuggled goods from a beach!
English
