Instead we will be offering some SAT’s workshop activities and we will be investing more time into supporting the children as we approach SAT’s week. Listen out for news of these in the near future.
Mathematics
In our maths lessons, we will be covering a range of mathematical topics starting with shape and measure and moving on to fractions decimals and percentages. We will also regularly recap addition, subtraction, multiplication and division strategies.
