We had a fantastic term of learning in Term 4 and we are now ready to begin an exciting new topic in Term 5.

Thursday 27th April 2017 Library visit (please ensure your child has their library card and a coat). 

Date tbc (week 6) - Walk to Camber Castle dressed up in Tudor clothing to perform play scripts written by the children. 

Term 5 Learning in Stingrays - ‘The Tudors’ 
This term we will be learning all about the ‘Terrible Tudors!’ We will be looking at the influence that the Tudor’s had on the town of Rye, and of course, the exciting and colourful life of Henry VIII.
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English

In English, we will start the term by learning the features of a haiku poem and then have a go at writing our own. As part of the Primary Writing Project, we will be learning a recount using our ‘talk for writing’. This will help the children understand the features and language used in recounts. The children will then be asked to convert the recount into an autobiography of Henry VIII. Towards the end of the term, the children will be asked to write a short play script based in Tudor times. The play script will have characters such as Henry VIII and his wives.


Mathematics

In Maths this term, the children will be learning how to read, write and convert time between analogue and digital 12- and 24-hour clocks. They will be learning how to plot co-ordinates on a 2-D grid in the first quadrant. They will also be asked to solve word problems involving multiplication and division.

PE

PE this term will be taught by Mr Sayer on Tuesday afternoons. The focus will be on Athletics. Please ensure that your child has a named PE kit in school for the whole week.

We are looking forward to seeing you at our Word with Wings reading sessions on a Friday afternoon. These will start at 2.30pm and finish at 3pm. They are a great opportunity for you to share some reading books with your child.
