Term 3 Learning in Stingrays
‘The Butterfly Lion’ 

This term’s learning has taken inspiration from the story ‘The Butterfly Lion’ by Michael Morpurgo. You may have heard of one of his other more famous stories – ‘War Horse’.  ‘The Butterfly Lion’ is a beautiful story about a young boy living in South Africa who adopts an orphaned white lion cub.  We don’t want to reveal any more of the story at this point, so please join us for Words with Wings on Friday afternoons.

The children will learn about African culture, as well as improve their Geographical mapping skills.  We aim to design and create working kites, like they fly in the story, before finishing off the learning journey with a kite flying session on a hill in Rye (weather permitting!).

English

The focus this term will be on understanding and writing poems and fictional writing. The fictional writing will be improving on writing a good plot with lots of problems for the character to solve. To finish we will write persuasive letters using the correct language and techniques. We will use ‘The Butterfly Lion’ as an inspiration for this writing.



Mathematics

In Maths this term we will start with discovering equivalence of fractions and decimals including rounding decimal numbers. We will link this learning to our knowledge of division and multiplication. We will embed these methods by solving a range of number problems. To complete the term we will move on to adding fractions including non – unit fractions. 


PE

PE this term will be taught on Monday afternoons by Mr Sayer. The focus will be on Dance. Please ensure your child has a named PE kit in school for the whole week.
