Term 1 Learning in Barracudas and Cuttlefish

This term we are preparing for battle with our exciting new learning journey centred around 1066, the Battle of Hastings. Within this we will be considering the impact of this on our lives today.  The children will be learning about the Saxons and the Normans to prepare them for an exciting re-enactment of the event! In Art we will be using the Bayeux Tapestry as a stimulus for our very own textile version of this famous battle. 
PE
Premier Sports will run our PE lesson on a Thursday. Please ensure that your child has sufficient PE kit available on this day.
Mathematics
The focus initially will be to secure our understanding of place value, as well as developing strategies for mental calculations. We will then move on to counting on in 4’s, 8’s, 10’s and 100’s.  Next we will use our knowledge of number to help us solve word problems, before finishing the term by focusing on addition and subtraction strategies. 

English 
As mentioned earlier, the focus for this term’s learning is The Battle of Hastings. Our key text will be Krindlekrax and to run alongside this exciting journey the children will be writing adventure stories focusing on describing settings. Following this we will be giving the children an opportunity to take on the role of the Paparazzi as they write a report on their Battle re-enactment. 

Homework

Homework will be given out on a Friday. The children will be provided with homework books in which to complete their tasks. Spellings will also be given out on a Friday, so please do ensure you are helping your child learn these in preparation for the following week. These will run on a ten-week cycle. We expect Greedy Reading to be completed at least 5 out of the 7 nights of the week and this is to enable our children to develop a love of reading, along with improving their skills. Thank you for your support.

How you can help your child

Encourage children to explain the key maths vocabulary they have learnt during that week E.g. place value, sum, total, add, subtract, divide, multiply, more, less, minus, take away, plus. 


Times tables: Please ensure your child is learning the 2,5,10 times table, eventually moving on to the 3, 4 and 8 times table.











How you can help your child


Make sure your child reads daily with you and discusses the stories in terms of reasons for characters actions and reasons for author’s choices of vocabulary.
