Welcome back to you all and welcome into your new class.  We hope you all had a wonderful holiday and that your children are as excited about their new learning as we are. 
Before I let you know about this term’s learning, I need to inform you that I will be working as the class teacher for 4 days every week.  On Mondays, the children will have the opportunity to extend and develop their learning with Mrs Knowles-Baker (Mrs KB, as the children know her!).
Term 1 Learning in Jellyfish
‘Coast’
Our learning journey this term has a local interest at its heart.  We will be studying the coastline from Pett Level to Camber Sands to consider how people have used the land and protected it from the sea.  This will involve fieldtrips to gain first-hand experience of the locations (information to follow).  From a scientific perspective, we will be studying the forces of water resistance and air resistance and their impact on the environment. The work of local artists, who have been inspired by this landscape, will be studied and their techniques used to inspire our own artwork.  
English
The focus this term will be on story writing and explanation texts.  The children will take inspiration from our fieldwork studies as well as our class novel ‘Floodland’ by Marcus Sedgwick.
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Mathematics
In Maths this term we will be focusing on developing our skills even further.  We will develop our understanding of number systems, enjoy pattern sniffing, solve calculation problems and start to explore shapes.

PE

PE this term will be taught on Mondays. The focus will be on Invasion Games (Hockey). Please ensure your child has a named PE kit in school for the whole week as they may have a second PE session during the week.
